     6.    Competitors must perform a country cover song during the Preliminaries, Semi Finals, and
            Finals.  NO ORIGINALS.
     7.    Competitors may sing to a CD with no lead vocals, with limited background vocals or accompany
            themselves on a solo instrument. (Competitors must provide their own instrument.)
     8.    Props, pyrotechnics will not be allowed. 
     9.    Time on stage shall not exceed 5 minutes. All acts will be timed. 
     10.  Entry forms including registration fee must be received in the Global Country Office. Incomplete,
            ineligible forms will not be accepted. Please ensure all forms are legible and all spellings are  
            correct. Registration fees are non refundable.
     11.  Judges will make their decision based on vocal ability, performance, star quality, stage presence,
            overall talent, and marketability. The judges decision is final. 
     12.  The winner of Country Star Search 2011 must provide proof of passport by December 1, 2011
             to  coincide with the North American Country Music Associations International 
             Competitions. 
     13.   Global Country, Country Star Search committee have the right to photograph, film and/or
              sound record performances for promotional purposes in any publications, and other 
              advertising media, without limitations.
